city, which came in the twenty four anniversary of the eruption of the

tirst Intifada. The IO troops used tear gas bombs, rubber bullets and
sound bombs causing the injury of Salim Hayan and Khalid Zawahra.

e A number of Palestinians and Photographer; Ali Hamdan Abu Rahma

(20 years old) were injured as the Israeli Occupation Army suppressed
the peaceful demonstration that took place in Bil'in village west of

Ramallah, which came in the commemorate of the twenty four
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anniversary of the first Intifada. The IOA used tear gas and rubber
bullets, and sprayed dozens of Palestinian residents along with
International activists by waste water mixed with chemicals.

A number of Palestinian citizens were injured as the Israeli Occupation
Army suppressed the peaceful demonstration that took place in Kafr
Qaddum village in Qalqilyah Governorate. The 1O troops raided the
village and used tear gas bombs, rubber bullets and sound bombs
against residents and their houses, causing different injuries.

The Israeli Occupation Army raided Azun village east of Qalqilyah and
closed its eastern and northern entrances and prevented Palestinian
citizens from entering and exiting it.

One Palestinian was killed and 13 people were injured, 7 of them were
children in a 4 Israeli air strike targeting Al Karama towers in Gaza
city. The shelling also caused the burning of one Palestinian house.
Furthermore, another Israeli strike at Al Mohararat area west of the
Rafah city, causing damages to the targeted area.

A number of Palestinian citizens were injured in the peaceful
demonstration that started after the Friday prayer from Qalandyia
mosque in Ramallah Governorate, which came as the Israeli
Occupation Army confiscated the lands to continue the construction of
the segregation wall.
