violence against Palestinian civilians and
properties, the erection of checkpoints, the
construction of the Israeli segregation wall and
the issuance of military orders for the various
Israeli purposes.

(IOA) in Jabal Al Mukabir town, south of Jerusalem city. The IOA
tired rubber bullets and teargas grenades at Palestinians. (Maannews 4

February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) imposed blockade on Qabatiya village,
south of Jenin city, where the IOA closed all the entrances and
prevented Palestinians from entering or leaving the village. The IOA
invaded and searched three houses, and took photos for it. The



targeted houses are owned by the family of three Palestinian martyrs.
The IOA also, occupied a house and transformed it to a military base,
and declared the village as “closed military area”. Clashes erupted
between Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA fired teargas
grenades and rubber bullets, causing dozens of suffocation cases, and
the seriously injury of Mohammad Al Abbas Zakarnah (16 years) after
an Israeli truck ran over him. During the operation, the IOA arrested 6
Palestinians, identified as: Tareq Ahmed Kamil, Mutasem Abu Hizrah,
Nasri Abu Ar-Rub, Ahmed Abed Al Ghfour Nazal, Mohammad Abu
Gharab and Ahmed Rashed Abed Al Khalil. (Wafa 4 February 2016)
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Al Yamun village, northwest of Jenin city. The IOA fired
teargas grenades at Palestinians, causing dozens of suffocation cases.
(Al-Quds 4 February 2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) destroyed an archaeological area in Beit
Jala town, west of Bethlehem city. Noted that the Israeli bulldozers
razed the land in the targeted area to construct a road. (Al-Quds 4
February 2016)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at the western entrance of Tuqu village, southeast of Bethlehem
city. The IOA fired metal bullets and teargas grenades, causing the
injury of a Palestinian. (Al-Quds 4 February 2016)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Abu Dis town, east of Jerusalem city. The IOA fired teargas
grenades at Palestinians and houses. (Al-Quds 3 February 2016)
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at Jaba junction, south of Jenin city. The IOA fired teargas
grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases. (Wafa 4 February 2016)

Israeli Arrests

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians from Ash-
Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood in Jerusalem city. The arrestees were
identified as: Hamza Abdalla, Mohammad Thair Farhan and Qassam
Shahada. (RB2000 4 February 2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mahmoud Aziz Ar-Rimawi
(34 years) from Beit Rima village in Ramallah Governorate, after
stopping him at Al Container military checkpoint. (Wafa 4 February
2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Abed Al Karem
Al “Asar (29 years) from Deir Al Balah city, after stopping him at Beit
Hanoun terminal, north of Gaza strip. (Al-Quds 4 February 2016)



Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians from Al
Khader village, southwest of Bethlehem city. The IOA transferred the
arrestees to unknown location. (Al-Quds 4 February 2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Ahmed Khalil Ash-Sheikh
Ibrahim (26 years) FROM Aqgbet Jaber refugee camp in Jericho
governorate. (RB2000 4 February 2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Taha Hussen ‘Alami from
Tulkarm city after stopping him at Al Karam terminal. (RB2000 4
February 2016)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested 10 Palestinians from Jerusalem
Governorate. The arrestees were identified as: Khalid Abu Ghoush (15
years), Abed Abu Saiyma (15 years), Musa Dirar Darwish (20 years),
Ali Badir (22 years), Musa Dari, Mohammad Ahmed Dari (17 years),
Mohammad Jaber, Mohammad Gharouf, Jehad Az-Za’tari (14 years),
Said Rukin and Nour Ash-Salabi (18 years). (RB2000 4 February 2016)
Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians from Halhul
town, north of Hebron city. The arrestees were identified as: Duha
Jehad Hassan Al Bo (18 years), Khalil Haitham Ayad, Hani Musalam
and Mohammad Ahmed Al Fakhouri. (RB2000 4 February 2016)
