Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) opened fire at Palestinian farmers 

while they were working in their land, near the border fence, east of Al 

Burij refugee camp in the central of Gaza strip. (RB2000 8 February 

2016) 

 Israeli Occupation gunboats opened fire at Palestinian fishing boats 

while they were sailing at As-Sudaniya shore, northwest of Gaza city.  
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 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stationed at Hizma military checkpoint, 

north of Jerusalem city, opened fire at a Palestinian vehicle while it was 

crossing the checkpoint. (Maannews 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and searched a Palestinian 

house in Al Fawar refugee camp, south of Hebron city. The targeted 

house is owned by Yousif At-Titi. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded and toured in several areas 

and neighborhoods in Hebron city, Deir Samit and Sair towns. (Wafa 8 

February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded the school in  Al Fekhit village, 

east of Yatta town south of Hebron city. The IOA also, detained a 

number of workers and confiscated a vehicle. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and searched a Palestinian 

house in Bab Hutta neighborhood in the old city of Jerusalem. The 

targeted house is owned by Ahmed Mahmoud Abu Ghazala. (Safa 8 

February 2016)  

Israeli Arrests  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians from 

Huwara village, south of Nablus city. The arrestees were identified as: 

Abed Samir Odeh, Awad Salem Khamous, Az Ad-Diyn Mohammad 

Shahada and Mohammad Muwafaq Odeh. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Bara’ Zuhdi Abdalla (21 years) 

from Deir Ballut village, west of Salfit city. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Atef Mutir from Qalandiya 

refugee camp, south of Ramallah city. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Bilal Mansour Tarirah from 

Bani Na’im town in Hebron Governorate, while he was in Jerusalem 

city. The IOA transferred the arrestee to unknown location. (Wafa 8 

February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Wael Khali Abed Al Latif 

Habali (25 years) after storming his house in Tulkarm refugee camp, 

north of Tulkarm city. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Fadel Abu Issa 

(20 years) after raiding and searching his house in Al Jalama village, 

north of Jenin city. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Al Khader village, southwest of 

Bethlehem city. The arrestees were identified as: Shahada Mohammad 

Salah (19 years), Mohammad Riziq Salah (20 years) and Mujahed 

Yassen Da’dou’ (15 years). (Wafa 8 February 2016) 
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 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after raiding 

their family houses in Ayda refugee camp, north of Bethlehem city. 

The arrestees were identified as: Jamel Riad Malash (20 years) and 

Mohammad Faez Talal (15 years). (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Qabatiya village, south of Jenin 

city. The arrestees were identified as: Mohammad Rashed Kamel and 

Mohammad Ziyad Abu Ar-Rub. (RB2000 8 February 2016) 

  Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hatim Ahmed As-Switi after 

raiding his house in Beit ‘Awa town, west of Hebron city. (Al-Quds 8 

February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested a Palestinian from Surif 

village, northwest of Hebron city. (Al-Quds 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians from 

Jerusalem Governorate. The arrestees were identified as: Muhdi Abu 

‘Asab (13 years), Abdalla Julani (15 years), Mohammad Salimah (15 

years) and Omar Muna (17 years).  (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

Israeli Military Orders 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) handed out military orders to demolish 

15 commercial/ stores structures at the western entrance of Beita 

village, south of Nablus city.  (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Municipality of Jerusalem issued administrative orders to 

demolish 20 Palestinian houses located at the northeastern part of Al 

Issawiya town in Jerusalem city. (Maannews 8 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) handed out orders to demolish 6 

residential structures in Al Majaz village, east of Yatta town, south of 

Hebron city. The targeted structures are owned by: Mahmoud Musa 

Abu ‘Aram. Salem Abu ‘Aram, Mahmoud Abu ‘Aram, Mohammad 

Issa Abu ‘Aram, Taleb Mohammad Ahmed Abu ‘Aram and Khalid 

Hussen Al ‘Amour.  (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

Erection of Israeli checkpoints  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected military checkpoints at the 

northern entrance of Hebron city, and at the main entrances of Halhul 

and Sair towns. The IOA stopped and searched Palestinian vehicles 

and checked ID cards. (Wafa 8 February 2016) 

Israeli Closures  
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 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed Huwara and Za’tara military 

checkpoints, south of Nablus city.
