Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) tightened its procedures at Beit Furik 

military checkpoint, east of Nablus city. The IOA stopped and searched 

Palestinian vehicles, checked ID cards and questioned Palestinians.

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) prevented Palestinian farmers from 

working in their land which located at the western part of the 

segregation wall in Mas-ha village, west of Salfit city. (Pal Info 17 

February 2016)  
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 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded and searched two Palestinian 

houses in Al Qubeiba village, northwest of Jerusalem city. The targeted 

houses are owned by the families of two Palestinian martyrs; Mansour 

Shawamrah and Omar Mohammad Amro. (Wafa 17 February 2016) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) at DCO military checkpoint, near Beit El settlement, east of Al 

Bireh city. The IOA fired teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians, 

causing dozens of suffocation cases. (RB2000 17 February 2016)  

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Abu Dis village, east of Jerusalem city. The IOA fired rubber 

bullets and teargas grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases. (Al-

Quds 17 February 2016) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) at the southern entrance of Al Khader village, southwest of 

Bethlehem city, The IOA fired live bullets and teargas grenades, 

causing the injury of a Palestinian.  (Al-Quds 17 February 2016) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Ad-Duheisha refugee camp, south of Bethlehem city. (Al –

Quds 17 February 2016) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Husan village, west of Bethlehem city. The IOA fired rubber 

bullets and teargas grenades at Palestinians, causing tens of suffocation 

cases. (Al-Quds 17 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation gunboats opened fire at Palestinian fishing boats 

while they were sailing at Al Waha shore, northwest of Beit Lahiya 

town, and As-Sudaniya shore, northwest of Gaza city. (Al-Quds 17 

February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) opened fire at Palestinians while they 

were working in their land near the border fence, east of Al Burij 

refugee camp, in the central of Gaza strip. (Maannews 17 February 

2016) 

 Israeli Occupation bulldozers staged few meters into the eastern part of 

Al Qarara town, east of Khan Younis city, south of Gaza strip. 

(Maannews 17 February 2016) 

Israeli Arrests  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IO) arrested three Palestinians from 

Ramallah Governorate. The arrestees were identified as: Mahir Al 

Qadi, Mohammad Ash Shawamrah (24 years) and Mahmoud Salem 

Badawi (35 years). (Wafa 17 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested five Palestinians from Al 

Issawiya town inn Jerusalem city. The arrestees were identified as: 
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Mahmoud Ashraf Mahmoud Abed (13 years), Adel Nasser Mahmoud 

(16 years), Nour Muhdi Abu Irmilah (14 years), Muhannad Ma’mun

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from At-Tur 

town in Jerusalem city. The arrestees were identified as: Mohammad 

Al Hadra (15 years) and Ahmed Na’im ‘Ashier (17 years). (SilwanIC 17

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) two Palestinian from Jerusalem city. 

The arrestees were identified as: Tasnim Abu Rumoz (14 years) and

after raiding his family house in Qatanna village, northwest of 

Jerusalem city.

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after raiding 

their houses in Az-Zawiya village in Salfit governorate. The arrestees 

were identified as: Ahmed Abd Al ‘Adem Nab’a (23 years) and Said 

Abed Al Adem Nab’a (26 years). (Raya 17 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Al Fawar refugee camp, south 

of Hebron city. The arrestees were identified as: Mohammad Omar Al 

Kawmi and Imad Mohammad Al Kawmi. (Raya 17 February 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from Sair 

town, north of Hebron city. The arrestees were identified as: Loay 

Mohammad Jaradat and Bashar Idres Mutawer.

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from Nablus 

city. The arrestees were identified as: Majed Al Qatab and Majde Az-

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mu’men As-Sabah after 

raiding his house in Asira Ash-Shamaliya village in Nablus 

governorate. (Al-Quds 17 February 2016)  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Qabatiya village, south of Jenin 

city. The arrestees were identified as: Raid Abu Ma’ale, Mu’men Abu 

Ma’ale and Mohammad Abu Odeh. (Al-Quds 17 February 2016) 
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Israeli Settler Violence 

 Israeli Minister of Agriculture; Uri Arial, the head of the National Jews 

fund; Dani Atar, and the Head of Elad organization escorted by the 

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and toured in Wadi Hilwa 

neighborhood in Silwan town in Jerusalem city  (Safa 17 February 

2016) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

Al Aqsa mosque in Jerusalem city and toured in its courtyard. (NBPRS 

17 February 2016)  

Home Demolition & Demolition threats  

 Israeli Occupation bulldozers escorted by the Israeli Army stormed the 

eastern part of Al Issawiya town in Jerusalem city, and razed about 10 

dunums of Palestinian land and demolished 6 animal sheds, two 

barracks a 18 square meters container, and two other structures (80 

square meters), and uprooted a number of trees. The targeted land and 

structures are owned by:  Adnan Sabri Darwish, Said Mohammad 

Shekha Abed, Nasri Muhseen, Murad Jamal Mustafah, Ali Doud Abu 

Al Humos, Sha’ban Musa Abed, Ated Mohammad Abed and Salah 

Turk.   Noted that the targeted lands located in the confiscation land 

for the construction of “National Park”. (SilwanIC 17 February 2016) 

Erection of Israeli checkpoints  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected military checkpoints around 

Jaba village, southwest of Jenin city. The IOA stopped and searched
