Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded and searched two Palestinian
houses in Jaba’ village, south of Jenin city. The targeted houses ate
owned by: Amar Hamur and Nimir ‘Alawnah. (Wafa 22 February

2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and searched more than 20
Palestinian houses in Qabatiya village, south of Jenin city. One of the
targeted houses is owned by the family of the Palestinian martyr:
Qusai Abu Ar-Rub. Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the



IOA, where the IOA fired teargas grenades and rubber bullets, causing
tens of suffocation cases and the injury of others. (RB2000 & Wafa 22

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) tightened its procedures at Huwara
and Za'tara military checkpoints, south of Nablus city. (Raya 22
February 2016)

Israeli Arrests

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Nasser Badran Jaber (22
years) to interview the Israeli Intelligence Police, after storming his
family house in Ein Sara area in Hebron city. (Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested five Palestinians from Al Jiftlik
village, north of Jericho city. The arrestees were identified as: Khalid
Abed Al Azizi Labad Al “Atawnah (22 years), Omar Suliman Abu Riziq
(26 years), Yasser Ismail Shahada Abu Hatab (22 years), Mustafah
Mohammad Khalil Abu Salem (30 years) and his brother Hamza (21
years). (Raya 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Mohammad Ad-Dawabsha
(72 years) (the father of the Palestinian martyr: Said Ad-Dawabsha)
and Hussen Ad Dawabsha (52 years) (the father of the Palestinian
martyr: Riham Ad-Dawabsha) from Duma village in Nablus
governorate, to interview the Israeli Intelligence Police. (Wattan 22
February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Samir Diriya (19
years) after storming his family house in Beit Fajjar village, south of
Bethlehem city. (Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Sabri Jarbou from Jenin city
after stopping him at Za’tara military checkpoint, south of Nablus city.
(Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Ahmed Mohammad Hassan
(25 years) after raiding his house in Salfit city. (Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians after raiding
and searching their houses in Hebron city. The arrestees were
identified as: Adi Ma’mun Hamidan Ash-Sharbati (21 years), Nour
Abed Al Hafid Mustafah At-Tamimi (21 years), Abed Ar-Rahman
Ramadan and Khiri Abu Hadid. (Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Ahmed Ismail
Adi (57 years) and summoned his son Asid (25 years) to interview the
Israeli Intelligence Police, after raiding their house is Beit Ummer town,
north of Hebron city. (Wafa 22 February 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after raiding
and searching their family house in Al Issawiya town in Jerusalem city.



The arrestees were identified as: Mohammad Abed Ar-Ra’ouf
Mahmoud (16 years) and Issa Mohammad Abu Rayala (14 years).

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from the old
city of Jerusalem. The arrestees were identified as: Mohammad Al
Razem (17 years) and Omar Zozo (15 years). (SilwanIC 22 February
2016)

Israeli Settler Violence

Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed
Al Agsa mosque in Jerusalem city and toured in its courtyard. During
the operation, the IOA prevented tens of Palestinians from entering the

mosque and detained a number of ID cards. (Quds Press 22 February
2016)

Israeli Military Orders

Israeli Occupation Authorities handed out military orders to demolish
two residential tents, three houses and three animal sheds in At-Taban
and Al Fakhit areas in Masafer Yatta, east of Yatta town, south of
Hebron city. The targeted structures are owned by: Mohiy and
Mohammad Ayoub, and Yassir and Akram Abu Sobeh. (Shasha News
22 February 2016)

Expansion of settlements

Israeli Authorities prepared a new master plan for the Israeli
settlement on Ramot, north of Jerusalem city. According to the new
plan, the Israeli Authorities will construct 1435 housing units and 240
special houses (villas), and a number of public buildings, on more than
419 dunums of land. (Pal Info 22 February 2016)

Erection of Israeli checkpoints

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected military checkpoints at the
entrances of Sair and Halhul towns and at the northern entrance of
Hebron city. The IOA stopped and searched Palestinian vehicles and
checked ID cards. (Wafa 22 February 2016)
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Israeli Closures

entrances of Sinjil village, north of Ramallah city. (Raya 22 February
