e Israeli Occupation gunboats opened fire at Palestinian fishing boats
while they were sailing at Al Waha shore, northwest of Beit Lahiya
town, north of Gaza strip. (Al-Quds 30 January 2016)




e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) opened fire at Palestinian farmers
while they were working in their land, near the border fence, east of
Khan Younis town, south of Gaza strip. (Maannews 30 January 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and toured in a number of
area and neighborhoods in Seida village in Tulkarm governorate. The
IOA closed the main entrance of the village and erected a military
checkpoint. The IOA stopped and searched Palestinian vehicles and
checked ID cards.

Amour (20 years) to interview the Israeli Intelligence Police in Gush
Etzion settlement bloc, after storming his house in Tuqu village,
southeast of Bethlehem city. (Pal Today 30 January 2016)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Mustafah Al Akhras (28
years), Amal Mohammad ‘Ajamiya (30 years) and Abed Al Karim
Ahmed Abada (56 years) to interview the Israeli Intelligence Police in
Gush Etzion settlement bloc, after storming their houses in Ad
Duheisha refugee camp, south of Bethlehem city. Clashes erupted
between Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA fired teargas and
stun grenades (Pal Today 30 January 2016)
