Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Israeli Occupation Artillery stationed at Sofa military base launched 

two missiles at an area, east of Rafah city, south of Gaza strip, causing 

the damage on the ground.   At the same time, the Israeli bulldozers 

staged few meters into the eastern part of Rafah city, razed the land 

and opened fire at the nearby houses and lands. (Wafa 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Artillery launched two missiles at an area at the 

eastern part of Ash-Shuja’iya neighborhood, east of Gaza city, causing 

the damage in the area. (Al-Quds 4 May 2016) 
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 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) opened fire at a Palestinian vehicle at 

the western entrance of Ramallah city, between Beituniya town and Ein 

‘Arik village, west of Ramallah city, and killed Ahmed Riyad Abed Al 

Aziz Shahada (36 years) from Qalandiya refugee camp, north of 

Jerusalem city.  (Maannews 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) fired metal bullets and teargas and stun 

grenades at Palestinian students while they were leaving their school 

in Al Khader village, southwest of Bethlehem city, causing the injury of 

Mohammad Ibrahim Salah (15 years). (RB2000 4 May 2016)

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Ibrahim Mustafah Ahmed 

Abu Madi (21 years) after raiding his house in Hebron city. (RB2000 4 

May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Nassem Taisir At-Titi after 

storming his house in Al Arroub refugee camp, north of Hebron city 

(RB2000 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Yaisir Ahmed Khalil Khalaf 

after storming and searching his house in Dura town in Hebron 

Governorate. (RB2000 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Taisir Bakir to interview 

the Israeli Intelligence Police in Gush Etzion settlement bloc, after 

storming his house in Idhna town, west of Hebron city.(RB2000 4 May 

2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians after raiding 

their family houses in  several neighborhoods in Jerusalem city. The 

arrestees were identified as: Baha Abu Al Hawa (21 years), Omar 

Muna, Tamer Abu ‘Asab and Fadi Al Kilani.   (Wafa 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after raiding 

their houses in Askar refugee camp in Nablus governorate. The 

arrestees were identified as: Wadah Salah ‘Alan (40 years) and 

Mohammad Jalal Othman Saqir (35 years). (Wafa 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after 

storming their houses in Nablus city. The arrestees were identified as: 

Mohammad Najeh Samaro (23 years) and Khalil Omar Iskandar (38 

years). (Wafa 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from Beit 

Furik village, southeast of Nablus city. The arrestees were identified as: 

Taisir Naseh Khatatba (26 years) and Yousif Salem Nasasra. (Wafa 4 

May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after 

storming their houses in Deir Abu Da’if village, east of Jenin city. The 
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arrestees were identified as: Bilal Ahmed Yassen (|25 years) and 

Mujahed Omar Yacoub (26 years). (Wafa & Al-Quds 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after raiding  

and searching their houses in Faqqu’a village, east of Jenin city. The 

arrestees were identified as: Mushir Munther Miswada (21 years) and 

Mohammad Nazeh Miswada (22 years).  (Wafa & Al-Quds 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Thair Taqtaiqh (14 years) after 

raiding his family house in Beit Fajjar village, south of Bethlehem city.

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from Kafr 

Malek village in Ramallah governorate. The arrestees were identified 

as: Islam Jehad Mu’di (22 years) and Shawkat Ahmed Omrah (23 

years).

Israeli Settler Violence 

 Israeli settlers and more than 40 Israeli officers escorted by the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) stormed Al Aqsa mosque, in Jerusalem city, 

from Bab Al Maghriba, and toured in its courtyard. During the 

operation, a number of Israeli settlers performed Talmudic rituals at 

Bab Ar Rahma area. (RB2000 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

“Salah Ad Diyn Al Ayoubi” tomb in Kafl Haris village, north of Salfit 

city, performed Talmudic rituals and carried out provocative actions  

(Al-Quds & Maannews 4 May 2016) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) attacked 

Palestinian students and teachers and prevented them from reaching 

their school in the old city of Hebron  (Pal Info 4 May 2016) 

Israeli Military Orders 

 Israeli Civil Administration escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) stormed Ein Al Jwieza neighborhood in Al Walaja village, west 

of Bethlehem city and handed out military order to demolish 8 

Palestinian houses and to stop the construction in one house. The 

targeted houses are owned by: Hassan Nasser Abu At-Teen, Omar Al 

‘Araj, Said Al ‘Araj, Adham Abu Riziq, Salem Abu Riziq, Issam Abu At 

Teen and Nabil Hajajla. (Wafa & Al-Quds 4 May 2016)
