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Israeli Violations' Activities in the oPt

The daily report highlights the violations behind

Israeli home demolitions and demolition threats
in the occupied Palestinian territory, the
confiscation and razing of lands, the uprooting
and destruction of fruit trees, the expansion of
settlements and erection of outposts, the brutality
of the Israeli Occupation Army, the Israeli settlers
against Palestinian civilians and
properties, the erection of checkpoints, the
construction of the Israeli segregation wall and
the issuance of military orders for the various
Israeli purposes.

Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA)
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stationed at Za'tara military

checkpoint, south of Nablus city, shoot and killed Samer Hassan Sirisi
(51 years) from Jenin city, while he was crossing the checkpoint. The
IOA closed the checkpoint, and prevented Palestinians from crossing

it. (Maannews 26 November 2015)

e Ibrahim Abed Al Halim Daoud (16 years) from Deir Ghassana village
in Ramallah governorate, died of wounds he sustained two weeks ago
during clashes that erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli



Occupation Army (IOA) in Ramallah city. (Al-Quds 26 November
2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) occupied a Palestinian house in Sinjil
village, north of Ramallah city and transformed it to a military base.
The targeted house is owned by Hussen Ash-Sheikh Shabanah. (Al-
Quds 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and searched four Palestinian
houses in ‘Arraba village in Jenin governorate, and questioned the
residents. The targeted houses are owned by: Khader Adnan, Tareq
Qadan, Mohammad Shebani and Said Lahluh. (RB2000 26 November
2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed the headquarter of At-Tamimi
transporter company in Krum ‘Ashour area in Nablus city and
confiscated 8 buses. The IOA also, raided and searched dozens of
Palestinian houses at the eastern part of Nablus city. (Maannews 26
November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invade and searched tens Palestinian
houses in Rujeib village, southeast of Nablus city. (Maannews 26
November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) imposed a blockade on Qatanna
village, northwest of Jerusalem city, where they closed all the entrances
and arrested a number of Palestinians, after raiding their houses.
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA
tired live and rubber bullets, and teargas grenades, causing dozens of
suffocation cases. The IOA also, killed a Palestinian, identified as:
Yahya Yusri Taha (21 years), during the clashes. (Wafa & Maannews
26 November 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) near Al Khadouri University campus, west of Tulkarm city. The
IOA fired live and rubber bullets, and teargas grenades, causing the
injury of two Palestinians. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

Two Palestinian fishermen were injured after the Israeli Occupation
gunboats opened fire at their boat while they were sailing at Gaza city
shore. (Al-Quds 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) opened fire at Palestinians farmers
while they were working in their land near the border fence, north and
east of Beit Hanun, north of Beit Lahiya towns in Gaza strip. (Al-Quds
26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) raided and searched several Palestinian
houses in Beit Ula town, northwest of Hebron city. (Al-Quds 26
November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed Al Fawar refugee camp, south
of Hebron city and fired teargas grenades and live bullets at



Palestinian houses. As a result, clashes erupted between Palestinians
and the IOA, where the IOA fired live and rubber bullets, and teargas
grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases, and the injury of three
Palestinians. (Maannews 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded and searched a Palestinian
house in Beit Ummer town, north of Hebron city. The targeted house is
owned by the family of a Palestinian martyr Bahjat Al “Alami. (RB2000
26 November 2015)

e (lashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Qalandiya military checkpoint, north of Jerusalem city. The
IOA fired teargas grenades and rubber bullets at Palestinians. (Safa 26
November 2015)

Israeli Arrests

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Jehad Salem from ‘Attil
village, north of Tulkarm city, after stopping him at Al Container
military checkpoint, northeast of Bethlehem city. (Raya 26 November
2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad ‘Airiqat after
storming his family house in Abu Dis town, east of Jerusalem city.
(Wafa 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians from Shufat
refugee camp, north of Jerusalem city. The arrestees were identified as:
Nour Khader (22 years) and Anas Al Khateeb (18 years). (Wafa 26
November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Haroun ‘Amirah (38 years)
from Ath-Thawri neighborhood in Silwan town in Jerusalem city.
(Wafa 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mahmoud Muhannad
AI'Wa’il (19 years) after storming and searching his house in Kafr Ra’l
village in Jenin governorate. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) detained Hasan Ad-Dagam (a
Palestinian taxi driver) after stopping him near Eli settlement, south of
Nablus city. (RB2000 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hussam Abu Isninah and Naji
Ghaith (10 years) after assaulting them while they were near the
Ibrahimi mosque in the old city of Hebron. The IOA transferred the
arrestees to unknown location. (Safa & Wafa 26 November 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians after
storming and searching their houses in Qalqiliyah city. The arrestees
were identified as: Said Ibrahim Nofal and his brother Abdahm, and



Mohammad Abed Ar-Ra’ouf Hamed Walwil (20 years). (RB2000 16
November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested 6 Palestinians after storming
their houses in Azzun village, east of Qalqiliyah city. The arrestees
were identified as: Sinan Ahmed Mujahed Radwan, Mohammad
Ahmed Radwan (26 years) and his brother Samaha (26 years),
Mahmoud Nedal Salem (20 years), Hamza Radwan (19 years) and
Mutasem Mohammad Salamah (20 years). (Wafa & RB2000 26
November 2015)

Israel Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after storming
their houses in Al Arroub refugee camp, north of Hebron city. The
arrestees were identified as: Loay Salem Rushdi (17 years) and
Mahmoud Nedal Abu Ghazi (22 years). The IOA transferred the
arrestees to unknown location. As a result, clashes erupted between
Palestinians and the IOA. The IOA also, closed the entrance of the
camp and prevented Palestinians from leaving or entering it. (Wafa &
RB2000 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after
storming their houses in Hebron city. The arrestees were identified as:
Haitham Ziyad Ar-Rajabi (22 years) and Malak Nader Al-Ja’bari (16
years). (Wafa & RB2000 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Abed Al Jabar Khalil Khabas
(33 years) after storming and searching his house in Jalgamus village,
southeast of Jenin city. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Hassan Abu
Srour (13 years) from Ayda refugee camp, north of Bethlehem city.
(Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hassan Ibrahim Nakhla (23
years) and summoned his brother Mahmoud (21 years) to interview
the Israeli Intelligence Police, after storming their houses in Qaddura
refugee camp, south of Ramallah city. (Wattan 26 November 2015)
Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested five Palestinians from several
towns and villages in Ramallah and Al Bireh governorate. The
arrestees were identified as: Yahya Hamed ‘Armush (19 years), Ismail
Said Dar Hadad (15 years), Hussen Odeh (16 years), Asid Arafat Al
Barghouthi (16 years) and Omra Mohammad Kasbah (20 years). (Wafa
26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians from several
villages and towns in Jenin governorate. The arrestees were identified
as: Yousif Jamal Yousif Jawabrah (23 years)) Mahmoud Muhannad
Ismail Ya’agbah (25 years) and Muhannad Ateq (23 years). (Wafa 26
November 2015)



Israeli Settler Violence

Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed
Al Agsa mosque in Jerusalem city and toured in its courtyard. At the
same time, the JOA prevented Palestinian women from entering the
mosque. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israel settlers demonstrated at Gush Etzion junction, south of
Bethlehem city, and closed it. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israeli settlers living in Elon Moreh settlement tried to attack
Palestinian houses at the eastern part of Salim village, east of Nablus
city. (NBPRS 26 November 2015)

Israeli settlers living in Elon Moreh settlement attacked a Palestinian
shepherd while he was at the Israeli Bypass road near the
aforementioned settlement, and stole a number of sheep. (NBPRS 26
November 2015)

Home Demolition & Demolition threats

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) demolished an agricultural pool
(capacity of 80 cube) at Al Hawawra area in Halhul town, north of
Hebron city. The targeted pool is owned by Jehad Abdalla Karja. (Wafa
26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) and bulldozers stormed Al Mashihad
area at the western entrance of Beit Fajjar village, south of Bethlehem
city and demolished two commercial structures. The targeted
structures are owned by: Ishaq Odeh Shosha and Bajes Odeh Shosha.
(RB2000 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) and bulldozers demolish 28-30
structures (residents, agricultural and animal sheds) in Al Hadidiya

area, southeast of Tubas city. The targeted structures are owned by 3
Palestinian families. (Raya & Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israeli Military Orders

Israeli Municipality of Jerusalem escorted by the Israeli Occupation
Army (IOA) handed out a number of evacuation orders that targeted
commercial structures and stores in Silwan town in Jerusalem city.

Erection of Israeli checkpoints



Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected a military checkpoint at the
southern entrance of Hebron city. The IOA stopped and searched
Palestinian vehicles and checked ID cards. (Wafa 26 November 2015)
Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected a military checkpoint at Wad
Al Jouz area in Hebron city. (Wafa 26 November 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) erected a sudden checkpoint at the
entrance of Idhna town, west of Hebron city. The IOA stopped and
searched Palestinian vehicles and checked ID cards. (Wafa 26
November 2015)

Israeli Closures

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed with an iron gate the eastern
entrance of Dura town, west of Hebron city. (Wafa 26 November 2015)
Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed the northern entrance of Hebron
city, and prevented Palestinians from leaving the city. (RB2000 26
November 2015)

The Israeli Segregation Wall

Ya'alon: Israel intends to build security fence between Hebron, Kiryat
Gat. Defense minister says security establishment plans to erect
massive security barrier similar to that between the Israel-Egypt
border. Defense Minister Moshe Ya'alon informed the Knesset on
Wednesday evening that the security establishment intends to
construct a security fence, separating the West Bank city of Hebron and
the southern Israeli city of Kiryat Gat. "We are aware of the issue of the
fence, and now with the budgetary approval for the massive fence we
plan to build one similar to the border fence with Egypt - it will take
some time but it will happen,” the defense minister vowed. (JPOST 26
