Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Al Khader village, southwest of Bethlehem city. The IOA fired 

teargas grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases.  (Pal Info 6 

October 2015) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Husan village, west of Bethlehem city. The IOA fired teargas 

grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases.  (Pal Info 6 October 

2015) 
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 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Ayda refugee camp, north of Bethlehem city. The IOA fired 

live and rubber bullets and teargas grenades, causing dozens of 

suffocation cases, and the injury about 10 people.  (Pal Info 6 October 

2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed ‘Anin High School for boys in 

‘Anin village, northwest of Jenin city.  (Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) prevented the workers in Ash-Shar’iya 

(Islamic) court in the old city of Hebron from entering it (Wattan 6 

October 2015) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) at the entrance of Al Arroub refugee camp, north of Hebron city. 

The IOA fired teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians and houses, 

causing dozens of suffocation cases. During the clashes, the IOA 

arrested three Palestinians, identified as: Nassem Tasir At-Titi (13 

years), Anan Kawamlah (16 years) and Yousif Tasir At-Titi (20 years).

 Tens of Palestinians suffered gas inhalation after the Israeli Occupation 

Army (IOA) fired teargas grenades at them while they were near “Abu 

Ar-Rish” military checkpoint in the old city of Hebron. (RB2000 6 

October 2015)  

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Hebron city. The IOA fired teargas grenades at Palestinians, 

causing dozens of suffocation cases. (RB2000 6 October 2015) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) near the Israeli settlement of Beit El, north of Ramallah city. The 

IOA fired teargas grenades and live bullets, causing the seriously 

injured of a Palestinian. (Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Barta’a Ash-Sharqiya village, west of Jenin city. The IOA fired 

teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians. During the clashes the IOA 

arrested two Palestinians, identified as: Tareq Sabri Qabha (16 years) 

and Ja’far Yasser Qabha (16 years).  (Raya 6 October 2015) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) near Balata refugee camp, east of Nablus city. The IOA fired 

rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians, causing 

dozens of suffocation cases and the injury of a Palestinian. (Raya 6 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) raided and searched dozens of 

Palestinian houses in Huwara village, south of Nablus city. (Raya 6 

October 2015)  

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) at Qalandiya refugee camp, north of Jerusalem city. The IOA 
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fired live and rubber bullets, and teargas grenades, causing dozens of 

suffocation cases and the injury of 4 people, included a journalist. (Al-

Quds 6 October 2015) 

Israeli Arrests 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested five Palestinians during 

clashes that erupted between Palestinians and the IOA in Beituniya 

town, west of Ramallah city. The arrestees were identified as: Salah 

Ayoub, Yahya Zaqout, Mohammad Ar-Ramahi, Mohammad Barakat 

and Adi Ghantous.  (Pal Info 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians after 

storming their house in Tuqu village, southeast of Bethlehem city. The 

arrested were identified as: Ali Adiyab Sabbah (17 years), Marwan 

Fouad Abed Khalil (18 years) and Saber Mohammad Al Badan (15 

years). As a result, clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA, 

where the IOA fired teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians. (Wafa & 

Al-Quds 6 October 2015)  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians from Beit 

‘Awa town, west of Hebron city, after stopping them near Khursa 

village. The arrestees were identified as: Qusai, Adi and Abdalla 

Ibrahim Musalam. (Al-Quds 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Muhannad Khalid Abu Awad 

(26 years) after storming his family house in Beit Ummer town, north 

of Hebron city. (Al-Quds 6 October 2015)  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hani Al Joulani while he was 

at Bab Az-Zawiya area in the central of Hebron city. (Al-Quds 6 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians after raiding 

and searching their houses in Nablus city. The arrestees were identified 

as: Amar Briek, Bilal Odeh, Ahmed Hamamda and Iyad Abu Zuhra. 

(Wafa & Raya 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hassan Daoud Ar-Rajabi (14 

years) after raiding his family house in the old city of Hebron. (Wafa 6 

October 2015) 

Israeli Settler Violence 

 Israeli settlers living in Qiryat Arba settlement tried to assault Khalil 

Isma’il Shwihat while he was near the settlement. (Al-Quds 6 October 

2015) 
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 Israeli settlers gathered at the entrance of Tuqu village, southeast of 

Bethlehem city and tried to attack Palestinians. (Al-Quds 6 October 

2015) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

Al Funduq village, east of Qalqiliyah city. Clashes erupted between 

Palestinians and the IOA.  (Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers closed Wadi Qana road, east of Qalqiliyah city, and 

prevented Palestinians from using it. (Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers living in Beit Yattir settlement escorted by the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) attacked a Palestinian house in Khirbet Al-

Asifer near Imniezil village, south of Yatta town, south of Hebron city, 

hurled stones at it and destroyed a number of solar panels. The 

targeted house is owned by Mahmoud Khalil Abu Qabita. As  result, 

Osama Abu Qabita (13 years) was injured.  (RB2000 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

the evacuation site of Homesh and Tarsalah, chanted anti-Palestinian 

slogans and hurled stones at Palestinian vehicles traveling near the 

aforementioned areas. (Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers living in Mevo Dotan settlement destroyed a Palestinian 

vehicle while it was crossing Mevo Dotan Military checkpoint, near 

Yabad town, west of Jenin city. (Pal Info 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) attacked 

a Palestinian house in Deir Nidham village, north of Ramallah city. The 

targeted house is owned by Safi At-Tamimi. Clashes erupted between 

Palestinians and the IOA. (Raya 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) 

demonstrated at Al Wad street in the old city of Jerusalem, raise the 

Israeli flags and chanted anti-Palestinian slogans. (Raya & Safa 6 

October 2015) 

  Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

the courtyard of Al Aqsa mosque in Jerusalem city. During the 

operation, the IOA prevented Palestinians under the age of 50 years 

from entering the mosque. (Raya & Safa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers occupied 20 dunums of Palestinian land in Al Minya 

village, southeast of Bethlehem city, and razed it. The targeted land is 

owned by Jabareen family. (RB2000 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed 

the main entrance of Yabad town, west of Jenin city, carried out 

provocative actions. (Al-Quds Wafa 6 October 2015) 

 Israeli settlers attacked a Palestinian vehicle traveling at the main road 

between Ad-Dhahiriya and Dura towns in Hebron governorate. The 

targeted vehicle is owned by Ali Abed Ar-Rahem Abu Shekha. Noted 

that Mr. Abu Shekha was injured. (Maannews 6 October 2015) 
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Home Demolition & Demolition threats  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) demolished two homes belonging to 

the families of Palestinian martyrs . Locals in the East Jerusalem 

neighborhood of Jabal al-Mukabbir told Ma'an that early on Tuesday 

morning Israeli forces stormed the homes of Muhammad Jaabis and 

Ghassan Abu Jamal and demolished them with explosives. Locals said 

that neighboring homes sustained damage during the demolitions. 

Meanwhile, in a third house, also in Silwan town, in East Jerusalem, 

the IOA filled a room with concrete. Israeli forces stormed and 

ransacked the home of Mutaz Hijazi's family in Silwan neighborhood, 

before filling Hijazi's former room with concrete. (Maannews 6 October 

2015) 

Israeli Closures  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed the main entrance of Bani Na’im 

town in Hebron governorate. Clashes erupted between Palestinians 

and the IOA.  (Wafa 6 October 2015)
