e C(lashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Rummana village, northwest of Jenin city. The IOA fired
teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians, causing dozens of

suffocation cases. (Safa 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded and searched a gas station in
Barta’a Ash-Sharqiya village, west of Jenin city. (Wattan 11 October

2015)



Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) attacked a non-violent protest against
the construction of the Israeli segregation wall in Beir “Uona area, in
Beit Jala town, west of Bethlehem city. The IOA assaulted the
participants and prevented them from reach the confiscation land.
(Wattan 11 October 2015)

Israeli Occupation gunboats opened fire at Palestinian fishing boats
while they were sailing at Rafah shore. (Pal Today 11 October 2015)
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at the western entrance of Al Issawiya town in Jerusalem city.
The IOA fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians.
ARN 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at Al Kasara and Jabal Johar areas in Hebron city. The IOA fired
teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians, causing dozens of
suffocation cases. (RB2000 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at the main entrance of Al Funduq village, east of Qalgiliyah
city. The IOA fired live bullets and teargas grenades at Palestinian,
causing the injury of Salah Zuhair Basalat. (RB2000 11 October 2015)
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at the southern entrance of Qalgiliyah city. The IOA fired rubber
bullets, teargas and stun grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases
and the injury of a Palestinian. (RB2000 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at the northern entrance of Bethlehem city. The IOA fired teargas
and stun grenades at Palestinians. (RB2000 11 October 2015)

A Palestinian pregnant woman and her 2 years old daughter were
killed and four others were injured after the Israeli Occupation
warplanes launched missiles at their house in Az-Zaytun
neighborhood in Gaza city. (Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) prevented Liwa Abu Irmilah, a
Palestinian journalist, from entering Al-Aqsa mosque in Jerusalem city.
(Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) around Al Khaduri University campus, west of Tulkarm city.
The IOA fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians,
causing dozens of suffocation cases and the injury of 12 people. During
the clashes, the IOA stormed the University campus. (Wafa & Al-Quds
11 October 2015)

Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) attacked the Palestinians during the
tuneral of a Palestinian martyr; Ibrahim Awad, in Beit Ummer town,
north of Hebron city. The IOA fired teargas and stun grenades, causing
dozens of suffocation cases. (Al-Quds 11 October 2015)



Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Beit Ummer town, north of Hebron city. The IOA fired live
and rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades, causing dozens of
suffocation cases and the injury of 22 people. (Al-Quds 11 October
2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) at Huwara military checkpoint, south of Nablus city. The IOA
tired live and rubber bullets and teargas grenades at Palestinians,
causing dozens of suffocation cases and the injury more than 45
people. (Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Al Yasuf village, northeast of Salfit city. The IOA fired rubber
bullets and teargas grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases and
the injury of a Palestinian. (Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) near the border fence, east of Al Burij refugee camp in the central
of Gaza strip. The IOA fired live bullets and teargas grenades, causing
dozens of suffocation cases and the injury of 6 Palestinians. (Maannews
11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) near the border fence, east of Beit Hanun town, north of Gaza
strip. The IOA fired rubber bullets and teargas grenades, causing tens
of suffocation cases and the injury of a Palestinian. (Maannews 11
October 2015)

Ahmed Abdalla Sharaka (12 years) was killed after an Israeli Sniper
opened fire at him during clashes that erupted between Palestinian and
the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) at Al Balou” area in Al Bireh city.
During the clashes, the IOA also, fired live and rubber bullets and
teargas grenades at Palestinians, causing tens of suffocation cases and
the injury of 2 people. The Israeli bulldozers also, staged into the area,
and razed Palestinian land near DCO military checkpoint. (Maannews
11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Al Jalazoun refugee camp, north of Ramallah city. The IOA
tired live bullets and teargas grenades, causing tens of suffocation
cases. (Maannews 11 October 2015)

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in Shufat refugee camp, north of Jerusalem city. The IOA fired
rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades, causing tens of suffocation
cases and the injury of two Palestinians. During the clashes, the IOA
attacked a Palestinian Ambulance. (Maannews 11 October 2015)



e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed Abu Dis town, east of
Jerusalem city, and stationed near Al-Quds University Campus.
Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA
tired live bullets and teargas grenades at Palestinians and land, causing
tens of suffocation cases, the injury about 50 Palestinians, and the torch
of trees inside the University campus. (Maannews 11 October 2015)

e (lashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army
(IOA) in At-Tur town in Jerusalem city. The IOA used live bullets to
attack Palestinians. (Maannews 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed and toured in several areas
and neighborhood in Silwan town in Jerusalem city. (Maannews 11
October 2015)

Israeli Arrests

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Abdalla Hrami, Ramzi
Mohammad Hrami and Firas Hassan to interview the Israeli
Intelligence Police in Gush Etzion settlement bloc, after raiding their
houses in Bethlehem city. (Wattan & Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Ma’'mun Ali Hamdan after
stopping him at Al Karama terminal, while he was in his way to
Jordan. (Wattan 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians from
‘Aqqaba village, south of Jenin city. The arrestees were identified as:
Rami Iyad Mahmoud Abu “Ura (18 years), Ali Thalji Mohammad Abu
Ura (22 years), Iyab Sawatfah (22 years) and Khalid Hassan Abu “Ura
(24 years). (ARN 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hussni Said Khaliliyah after
stopping him at Al Jalamah military checkpoint, north of Jenin city.
(Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Yazan Jamal Al —"Atbani from
Ayda refugee camp, north of Bethlehem city, after stopping him at Al
Container military checkpoint. (Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Musleh Ali Musleh Awad (33
years) from Beit Ummer town, north of Hebron city, after stopping him
at the entrance of the town. (Maannews 11 October 2015)

e Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinian women while
they were near the Ibrahimi mosque in the old city of Hebron.
(Maannews 11 October 2015)



Israeli Settler Violence

o Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) attacked
Palestinian houses at Al Kasara area in Hebron city and chanted anti-
Palestinian slogans. Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA,
where the IOA used teargas and stun grenades to attack Palestinians,
causing dozens of suffocation cases. (Pal Info 11 October 2015)

e Israeli settlers living in Betar ‘Illit settlement hurled stones at
Palestinian houses at Thour Az-Za’faran area, southeast of Nahhalin
village, south of Bethlehem city, and chanted anti-Palestinian slogans.
Two of the targeted houses are owned by: Ismail Mahnoud Najajra and
Na’im Abed Al Jabae. Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the
IOA. Two (ARN & Al-Quds 11 October 2015)

o Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed
and toured in the courtyard of Al Agsa mosque in Jerusalem city.
During the operation, the IOA prevented about 52 Palestinian women
from entering the mosque. (RB2000 11 October 2015)

o Israeli settlers sprayed pepper gas on the face of a Palestinian worker
in Jerusalem city (RB2000 11 October 2015)

e Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) gathered
at Qaber Hilwa area, at the eastern entrance of Beit Sahour town, east
of Bethlehem city, closed the area and chanted anti-Palestinian slogans.
(Al-Quds & ARN 11 October 2015)
