Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) chased a Palestinian in the old city of 

Jerusalem.  The IOA tightened its procedures in the city and closed a 

number of Jerusalem’ gates. The IOA also, erected sudden checkpoint 

in several area in the old city of Jerusalem to find a Palestinian.

 Khalil Hassan Abu Abed (25 years) died of wounds he sustained 

during clashes that erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) near the border fence, east of Khan Younis 
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city, south of Gaza strip, on the 16th of October 2015. (Maannews 24 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) shoot and killed Mohammad Zakarnah 

(16 years) from Qabatiya village, south of Jenin city, while he was at Al 

Jalamah military checkpoint, north of Jenin city.  (Maannews 24 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) assaulted a Palestinian from Jenin 

refugee camp, while he was leaving the mosque in the camp. (Al-Quds 

24 October 2015) 

Israeli Arrests  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) summoned Maymoun Al Barghouthi 

(35 years) to interview the Israeli Intelligence Police, after storming his 

house in Deir Ghusun village, north of Tulkarm city. (Wafa 24 October 

2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Samer 

Mohammad Al ‘Adam (22 years) from Idhna town, west of Hebron 

city. The IOA transferred the arrestee to unknown location. (Wafa 24 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested four Palestinians after raiding 

their houses in Al Issawiya town in Jerusalem city. The arrestees were 

identified as: Wajdi Mahmoud, Daoud Yousif Atiya, Abed Dari and 

Mohammad Ali Nasser. (SilwanIC 24 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested five Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Ras Al Amoud and Ath-Thawri 

neighborhoods in Silwan town, in Jerusalem city. The arrestees were 

identified as: Faraj Al Julani, Tawfiq Abu Dhem, Nedal Al Bazalmet, 

Samer Ash-Shilwadi and Radwan Abed Ar-Rahman (19 years).  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Islam Hamed while he was 

near Jenin city. (RB2000 24 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mustafah Haji after raiding his 

house in Burqa village, northwest of Jenin city. (RB2000 24 October 

2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Ahmed Salah AL Khaldi (39 

years) after storming and searching his house in ‘Arrana village, north 

of Jenin city. (Maannews 24 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Sulaiman Khalid Mahmoud 

Nasser (40 years) after storming his house in Kafr Qud village, west of 

Jenin city. (Maannews 24 October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Mohammad Imad 

Mohammad Hanajrah (20 years) from Talluza village, north of Nablus 
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city, while he was in Al Far’a area, north of Nablus city. (Maannews 24 

October 2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Issam Nizar Jamel Asisan (22 

years) from ‘Illar village, northeast of Tulkarm city, after stopping him 

at Za’tara military checkpoint, south of Nablus city. (Maannews 24 

October 2015)  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested three Palestinians after 

storming and searching their houses in Jenin city and Jenin refugee 

camp. The arrestees were identified as: Sharef Taher Tahiyna, Yahya 

Ali Hindawi and Ibrahim Firas. (Al-Quds & Maannews 24 October 

2015) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested two Palestinians after stopping 

them at a sudden checkpoint erected by the IOA at Qaber Hilwa area, 

east of Beit Sahour town, east of Bethlehem city. The IOA transferred 

the arrestees to unknown location. (Al-Quds 24 October 2015) 

Israeli Closures  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed Qalandiya military checkpoint, 

north of Jerusalem city. (Wattan 24 24 October 2015) 

Other 

 United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs 

(OCHA) published a report about the new Israeli checkpoint in the 

occupied East Jerusalem. “Following an Israeli Security 

Cabinet decision of 14 October, Israeli forces blocked several main 

streets leading to and from most Palestinian neighborhoods in East 

Jerusalem. As of 21 October 38 obstacles, including 17 checkpoints, 20 

cement blocks and one earth mound have been placed. These obstacles 

directly impact nine Palestinian neighborhoods home to approximately 

138,000 people, or some 45 per cent of East Jerusalem’s Palestinian 

population. Israeli authorities also erected a concrete barrier partially 

separating the Jabal Mukkaber neighborhood from the adjacent East 

Talpiyot settlement. Search and checking procedures at the newly 

deployed checkpoints have resulted in long queues, which delayed 

and disrupted the access of people to services, including educational 

and health facilities, places of work, as well as holy sites.” (OCHA 24
