Brutality of the Israeli Occupation Army  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) fired teargas and stun grenades at 

Palestinian houses near the Ibrahimi mosque in the old city of Hebron. 

Dozens of Palestinians suffered gas inhalation. (Wafa 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) set fire in a Palestinian garage in 

Barta’a Ash-Sharqiya village, west of Jenin city.  About 15 Palestinian 

vehicles were torched. The targeted garage is owned by Ahmed Tawfiq 

Aziz Qabha. Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA, where 
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the IOA fired teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians and houses, 

causing dozens of suffocation cases. (ARN 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Zububa village, northwest of Jenin city. The IOA fired teargas 

grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases. (ARN 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) at Huwara military checkpoint, south of Nablus city. The IOA 

fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades. (ARN 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Ash-Shuhada village, south of Jenin city after the IOA 

stormed and searched areas. The IOA fired teargas grenades, causing 

dozens of suffocation cases. During the operation, the IOA erected a 

military checkpoint at the northern entrance of the village.  (Safa 6 July 

2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Al-Fawar refugee camp, south of Hebron city. The IOA fired 

teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians and houses, causing dozens 

of suffocation cases. (Safa 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli Occupation warplanes launched a missile at a group of 

Palestinians in Beit Hanun town, north of Gaza strip. (Paltoday 6 July 

2014) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) invaded Al-Quds University campus in 

Abu Dis town, east of Jerusalem city, and detained the security guy. 

Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA 

fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades, causing dozens of 

suffocation cases.  (Paltoday & Wattan 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) near Bilal Ben Rabah mosque at the northern entrance of 

Bethlehem city. The IOA fired metal bullets, teargas and stun grenades. 

(Baladna FM 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) prevented Palestinian farmers from 

Tequ village, southeast of Bethlehem city, from reaching their land in 

Dhaher Al-Kharuba area, east of the village. (Al-Quds 6 July 2014) 

 Three Palestinians were injured and dozens suffered gas inhalation, 

during clashes that erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) at the northern entrance of Ar-Ram town, 

north of Ramallah city. The IOA fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun 

grenades at Palestinians and houses. (Maannews 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Al-Arroub refugee camp, north of Hebron city. The IOA fired 

teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians and houses, causing dozens 

of suffocation cases. As a result more than 14 Palestinian houses were 

evacuated, after the IOA fired teargas grenades inside the houses. 
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During the clashes, the IOA closed the entrance of the camp, and 

prevented Palestinians from entering or leaving it. (Maannews 6 July 

2014) 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) fired two missiles at Gaza international 

airport, east of Rafah city, south of Gaza strip. (Maannews 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Al-Eaziriya town, east of Jerusalem city. The IOA fired teargas 

and stun grenades, causing dozens of suffocation cases, and the injury 

of a Palestinian. (Maannews 6 July 2014) 

 Clashes erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli Occupation Army 

(IOA) in Shufat town in Jerusalem city. The IOA fired rubber bullets, 

teargas and stun grenades and wastewater. The IOA closed all the 

entrances of the town. (SilwanIC & Maannews 6 July 2014) 

 Three Palestinians were injured and dozens suffered gas inhalation 

during clashes that erupted between Palestinians and the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) in Silwan town in Jerusalem city. The IOA 

fired rubber bullets, teargas and stun grenades. During the clashes, the 

IOA assaulted and injured a Palestinian in Ein Al-Louza neighborhood 

in the town. (SilwanIC & Maannews 6 July 2014) 

Israeli Arrests  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) arrested Hussam Doufash after 

storming and searching his house in Qarn Ath-Thour neighborhood in 

Hebron city. The IOA stormed and searched a Palestinian house 

owned by Tamer Yasri Zahida. (ARN 6 July 2014) 

Israeli Settler Violence 

 Israeli settlers living in Tekoa settlement escorted by the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) gathered near Al-Fureidis village, east of 

Bethlehem city. (Baladna FM 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers living in Hallamish settlement attacked a Palestinian 

vehicle in Deir ‘Ammar village, north of Ramallah city, and injured 

Khalid Shahada. (Wattan 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers assaulted a Palestinian taxi driver; Aymen Abu Irmilah 

from Ath-Thawri neighborhood in Silwan town in Jerusalem city. 

(ARN 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers assaulted and injured Yazan As-Saiouri (18 years) from 

Ras Al-Amoud neighborhood in Jerusalem city, while he was near 

Pisgat Ze’ev settlement.  (ARN 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers attacked a Palestinian vehicle, assaulted an injured a 

Palestinian Priest; Attala Issawi while he was in his way to a Church in

Abud village, northwest of Ramallah city. The vehicle was destroyed. 

(NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers hurled stones at Palestinian vehicles and houses in Ash-

Sheikh Jarrah neighborhood in Jerusalem city. The Israeli settlers also, 

assaulted and injured three Palestinians and a child. Clashes erupted 

between Palestinians and the settlers. (NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers hurled stones and Molotov cocktail at Palestinian 

vehicles near An-Nabi Saleh village, north of Ramallah city.  (NBPRS 6 

July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers hurled stones at Palestinian vehicles near Za’tara village, 

east of Bethlehem city. A Palestinian; Adel Abu Haniya, was injured 

and his vehicle was damaged. (NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

Al-Badan village, northeast of Nablus city. Clashes erupted between 

Palestinians and the settlers. (NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers attacked a Palestinian child; Qassem Ayesh (12 years) 

while he was in his family lands in Khallit An-Nahla area in Wadi 

Rahal village, south of Bethlehem city. (NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) stormed 

Al-Aqsa mosque in Jerusalem city and toured in its courtyard. (NBPRS 

6 July 2014) 

 Israeli settlers living in Yetzher settlement escorted by the Israeli 

Occupation Army (IOA) attacked Palestinian houses at the western 

entrance of Einabus village, south of Nablus city. Clashes erupted 

between Palestinians and the Israeli settlers, as a result, the IOA fired 

teargas and stun grenades at Palestinians, causing dozens of 

suffocation cases. (Maannews 6 July 2014) 

Israeli Military Orders 

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) handed out military orders to stop the 

construction in three Palestinian houses in Ein Faris area in Nahhalin 

village, west of Bethlehem city. The targeted houses are owned by: 

Kamal, Mohammad and Raid Ahmed As-Sous. (NBPRS 6 July 2014) 

Israeli Closures  

 Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) closed the entrances of Deir Abu 

Mesh’al village, northwest of Ramallah city.  (NBPRS 6 July 2014)
