Israeli Settler Violence

Israeli settlers escorted by the Israeli Occupation Army (IOA) gathered
in Huwara village, south of Nablus city, carried out provocative
actions, and performed Talmudic rituals. Clashes erupted between
Palestinians and the IOA, where the IOA fired teargas and stun
grenades, causing tens of suffocation cases and the injury of 7
